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WHAT’S THAT ARTWORK?

This artwork is called We Are Family. 
It was made by artist Vicente Delgado 
in 2014. We Are Family was created by 
joining different soft toys together. The 
colourful artwork shows how different 
groups of people in Singapore live in 
harmony with one another. The soft toys 
each have a unique shape, a smiley 
face and are all connected. They feel 
like members of a family. The artwork 
shows how every individual is stronger 
as part of a community than if he or she 
were alone.

WHO’S THAT ARTIST?

Vicente Delgado’s friends and family 

call him Tito! Tito used to live in Spain. 

He has lived in Singapore for many 

years now. Observing the people of 

Singapore, he found that while they 

were all different, they lived and worked 

together happily! 

PRO TIP! 
Remember your favourite soft toy? 

Hold it and give it a hug!
This is what the artwork feels like 
– soft and comfy.

   PRO TIP! 
Pro tip! The shapes can be linked together just like artist Vicente 
Delgado’s artwork! Make the shapes bigger, smaller, longer, or 
shorter – any way you can imagine!

Example: My name is SAM and my birthday is in 

JANUARY. My shape is a CROSS under the letter 

“S”. My colour is RED under the month of “JAN”.
